How to become an international exchange student with OCU’s partner school Pittsburg State University?
 
Hi students,
 
You would be qualified to become an exchange student with the Pittsburg State University (PSU) as long as you got a score 5.5 of IELTS or score 68 of iBT (internet-based TOEFL).  The new iBT-TOEFL requires some logical thinking and integrating training.  iBTs are reported to be not as difficult as originally feared.  The difficult part is the integrated part where the student has to listen to spoken English and give a spoken response in a short time.  This requires training in quick reactions and flexible thinking.
Have you ever tried the TOEFL test?  Here is some information about TOEFL from the website of the LTTC (The Language Training & Testing Center) http://www.lttc.ntu.edu.tw/IBT.htm.
Where should you take the TOEFL test?  Http://www.toefl.org is the unique website for you to register for the test.  Do not go to the mock one http://www.toefl.com.tw.
For your information, there was one student of OCU (OCIT) who went to a TOEFL cram school for one month and got a score of 213 of the CBT (computer based TOEFL) form.  He became an international exchange student to the PSU in 2006.  Unfortunately, the CBT form is no longer available in Taiwan.  Another OCU student studied hard for the iBT (internet based TOEFL) in summer vacation and got a score of 71 of the IBT.  She became an international exchange student at the PSU in 2008.  Later, two OCU students got iBT 82 and IELTS 6.  They enjoyed their life of being international exchange students at the PSU in 2009.  Now, there is a prospective student who got iBT 74.  She will become an international exchange student at PSU in 2010.
A prospective exchange student can decide to study in PSU for one or two semesters.  It depends on how well you organize for courses you choose to be compatible with the ones of your department of OCU as well as the financial concern.  An exchange student only needs to pay the tuition of OCU but not PSU's, but you’ll have to pay the living expenses for the days you stay there.
 

You'll have to get on to the English website https://go.pittstate.edu/_sched/getdept of PSU and found out which department and courses you like, and download those courses and approved by the chairperson of your department that they are compatible to OCU's.  You'll get the diploma of OCU at the end of the program.
